2(b)  How the church and the Government are assisting the IDPS with reference to the parable of the   
        Good Samaritan.  Luke 10:29-37

(i) Housing/Sheltering them on the church compound/other government grounds just as the Good Samaritan.
(ii) Providing security to them – there was security in the inn.
(iii) Providing food to them.  The Inn had food.
(iv) Providing basic needs to them e.g. blankets – these were provided in the Inn.
(v) The church and the Government give the IDPS a sense of belonging to a nation/home.
(vi) The church is encouraging the government to hastily look into issues affecting them/Negotiation talks.
(vii) The church and government give them hope/peace.
(viii) The church is praying for peace to be restored/The government is ensuring peace is restored.

2 (c)  State reasons why Jesus conflicted with the Jewish religious leaders  (7mks)

(i) Jesus’ claim to have the power to forgive – the use of the paralytic Lk 5:17 – 26.
(ii) Jesus association with tax collectors and sinners – Lk 5:27 – 32 – the call of Levi.
(iii) Jesus’ failure to observe the law on fasting Lk 5 33-35
(iv) Jesus’ attitude towards the Sabbath the son of man is Lord of the Sabbath – Lk 6:5.  Jesus performed works of mercy on the Sabbath e.g. healing the sick.
(v) Jesus criticized the evil’s done by the Pharisees/Jesus exposed the hypocrisy of the Jewish leaders openly.
(vi) Jesus had become very popular because of performing miracles.
(vii) Jesus’ claim to be the Messiah
(viii) Reading the evil thoughts of Jewish leaders and revealing them.
(ix) Jewish traditions: Eating before washing hands by Jesus and his disciples was considered as impurity.

3. a.  relate the parable  of the Pharisee and the tax collector  as recorded in Luk 18: 9 -14
· Jesus told  the parable  of the Pharisee who  was  of his goodness
· both the Pharisee and the  tax collector went to the temple to pray
· The pharisee stood  apart  by himself  and prayed – praised himself , not like  other men , extortionists, unjust , adulterers  like  the tax collector.
· The Pharisees despised the tax collector
· He said that he fast twice a week , gives tithes
· Tax collector  stood far  off,  he humbled himself 
· He beat his breast and asked God  to be merciful  to him since  he was a sinner
· Jesus the disciples that the tax collector  and not  the Pharisee  was in  the right relationship  with God.
· Jesus said; whoever  exalts  himself  will be humbled ie those  who humble  themselves will be exalted.
b. Qualities of those who belong to the kingdom of God
· they are humble
· They are repentant
· They seek forgiveness of their sin
· They renounce  those things  that hinder  their relationship  with God
· They hear the word of God and put into practice
· They are ready to do God’s will
· They work hard and produce fruits that enable the kingdom of God to grow.
